dissections and described a number of operating instruments 
and surgical operations. Perhaps it is a continuation of this 
historical perspective that Medical education in Banaras 
Hindu University took roots in 1920 with the establishment of 
Department of Ayurveda under Faculty of Oriental Learning 
and Theology 0922-1927). 

In 1924-25, Ayurvedic Aushadhalaya was established to 
prepare medicines, to teach Ayurvedic students the 
formulations and to make the Ayurvedic formulations 
available to general public at affordable price. In the next 
series of developments Ayurvedic Hospital foundation was 
laid on 19th Jan.1924. Years later, in 1960 the Ayurvedic 
College was converted to the College of Medical Sciences and 
in 1971 to Institute of Medical Sciences with Professor K.N. 
Uduppa as its founder principal and the Director. 
Subsequently institute developed many specialty and super 
specialty departments. SS Hospital, a teaching and training 
Hospital of Banaras Hindu University with 1120 beds is fully 
equipped with all modern equipments inclUding 64 slices CT 
scan. It is a tertiary care referral center catering to the medical 
needs of an approximate 150 million populations.
